8. MEMBERS OF PUBLIC 
Peter Finch. Speed of traffic through village. He states that few do 30mph 
so why would they do 20mph, thinks we need speed bumps and that the 
extra DYL planned to assist buses will only increase speeds. Cllr Head 
explains that we are addressing it, there are no accidents reported in 
Wouldham on the KCC crash map which is what they use to decide on 
funding, she reiterates that all crimes and accidents should be reported 
so that they can become statistics. Mr Finch asks if someone has to be 
killed first. Discussion on mini roundabout at the bottom of School Lane. 
 
Victor Allan is concerned about the Post Office, he does not think it will 
reopen. He asks why there isn’t there a PO like there used to be open 5 
and half days a week. A lot of older people need the PO, it is supposed to 
be a public service. Cllr Head explains that any existing PO can change 
their hours but a new PO has to open the same hours as the business it is 
in. Cllr Fulwell has spoken to Jay who says the volume of business is the 
problem. Cllr Parris says Jay does not want a PO. Clerk in touch with PO 
Counters and will report as soon as they let her know what is happening.

VILLAGE HALL: 
Existing Hall: Cllr Fulwell has ordered the chairs. 
New Hall. Cllr Fulwell is to do 2 line drawings of a new VH, one of which 
will be decided at the meeting on July 19th. A volunteer from the village 
will then do the official drawing to be agreed at the next PC meeting on 
September 6th. A retired builder is to do the costings. 
Cllr Head states that the VH Committee have adopted a new foundation 
constitution which is designed for charities whose only voting members 
are charitable trustees. Cllr Head is unhappy with this and accuses Cllr 
Fulwell of using a new constitution to cut WPC out of the VH, it has not 
yet been registered with the Charity Commission. Cllr Fulwell denies this 
and states that he has not yet got round to the registration. Cllr Goode 
suggests a meeting between Cllr Head, Cllr Fulwell and the clerk and 
report to PC in September. Cllr Head requests that a new constitution is 
not registered with the Charity Commission until after this discussion. 
 
Cllr Head produces a blank lottery bid form, the PC are still asking for the 
previous bid from Ali Smith. Currently there are no bids lodged with the 
lottery commission only the 2 dates of the failed bids. Cllr Head reiterates 
that the PC need to know what has been written in our name and who is 
writing it. 
 
Cllr Marr states that the Wouldham Project led out of the Trenport bid to 
build on the allotments with the blessing of WPC. Villagers have 
supported and fund raised to prove support from the village. We have

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done and he asks why Cllr Head is so vociferous in her condemnation of 
the committee. 
It is agreed that the Wouldham Project began after the first bid when Cllr 
Fulwell agreed to take on the next bid and formed a fundraising 
committee. 
 
Cllr Goode thinks rejection letter is enough to know what we need to do. 
Cllr Fitzwater does not think we can satisfy the requirements of a new 
bid. We need to compare rejection letter with the bid. He does not think 
we would get a lottery bid, wasting time and money. Costings need to 
done by Chartered Surveyor not a builder. He thinks there is so much bad 
feeling there is no chance of satisfying the bid. 
 

15. RECREATION GROUND: 
Cllr Parris: On inspection reports problems with Stryder, concerned with 
insurance, it is agreed to wait for inspection report (which is to be 
completed in July) then we act on it. 
Dumping by bins has increased, sooner we get CCTV the better.  
Hands out requests for a Wouldham camp off to take place after the Fun 
Day. No-one has any objections. 
Crank Racing to sponsor goal posts. Cllr Parris would like them in before 
school holidays. Need to confirm size of posts, explains that 2 sets of 
posts can be put in and different coloured lines laid. John Head agreed to 
burn the lines. Cllr Parris proposes WPC pay for the smaller posts? Cllr 
Jukes second. VOTE agreed  7:1  
New bins and picnic benches. Plastic picnic benches do not rot but 
subject to vandalising. Thinks wooden are cheaper. Discussion on price, 
fitting, ones already available, concrete bottom easier to maintain. Plastic 
agreed. Check quality and price. 
 
CCTV and porta cabin. 
Quote for CCTV  has risen for burying cables and putting post in ground. 
Discussion on cabin. Has to be decided as a matter of urgency if
